Women’s Team Coach’s Report

2017 was an historic year for both the Box Hill and Hawthorn
Football Clubs with our first foray into Women'’s Football.

Commencing in November 2016 with nothing but a coach and
some dedicated individuals, what we were able to achieve in
such a short space of time was quite remarkable. We finished
the season on three wins and eleven losses, but the manner in
which our players competed in a very strong competition made
all at the club very proud. Our last six games saw us record
three wins and three losses at over 107%. In these six games
we faced Grand Finalists Diamond Creek, third placed
Melbourne University and the much improved Geelong.

We were able to achieve these fantastic results without the high
profile squads other teams had at their disposal. In fact our
squad included just one current A.F.L.W. player while our
opponents on average contained between eight and twelve of
the game’s best players.

On average we played five players with previous V.F.L.
experience, four players from other sports who had never
played the game before and some outstanding young women
from the lower divisions of local Football. These girls came
from all over the Eastern Suburbs and from twelve different
clubs. Fortunately for us, they bonded extremely well and
showed why the quality of the person is just as important as
their ability to play the game.

Our high point of the season came in Round 12 when we went
down to Diamond Creek by just seven points away from home.
What makes the result even more satisfying is that we took the
opportunity to rest five senior players that week to give
opportunities to the rest of our squad. The following week we
went down to Melbourne University by only 20 points, with our
only A.F.L.W. player unavailable. The opposition fielded
fourteen A.F.L.W. players that day. The season finished a
week later in the most emphatic way with a resounding victory
over Seaford. By this stage all the hard work we had done on
learning and executing our game plan had started to bear fruit
and was visible for the whole Football world to see.

Off the Football field, the girls bought into the “family” culture of
our Club and were active in community projects. They
conducted clinics for young female Footballers, volunteered
their time for charity work and attended events to help promote
our Club.
